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Interviewing Check List:
0 Research ahead of time and write out
questions to ask
0 Bring camera, notebook, and several pens
and pencils
0 Ask for exact spelling of name and title
0 Read back all quotes for accuracy
0 Do not make assumptions. Ask if you are
unsure of a person's response
o Listen and ask if you think of additional
questions
o Ask where a person's information and/or
opinions come from
0 Take note of other interesting details
such as clothing or surroundings
a Finish the interview by asking if there is
anything else they want to add. Be sure to
say Thank you
o Find an interesting and relevant way to
tie the information in to your article
0 Remember that you don't have to put
everything that was said in your
article..Pick and choose the quotes you use
